Reading

This half term, we will enjoy delving into ‘Varjak
Paw’ by S.F Said. This is a story about a cat that
must learn how to fight! Varjak must use the

Way (a secret martial art for cats) to survive in a
city full of dangers, gangs and vanishings.

Geography
This term, we consider the

question:
‘Why do people live near
volcanoes?’

Children will become geographers
by discovering how and where
volcanoes occur. They will find out
what impact volcanoes have on
landscapes and how it contributes
to tourism with a focus on Pompeii.
Children will then begin to learn
how volcanic activity supports
developments in renewable energy
and how they create diamonds. We
will then evaluate our knowledge
on the volcanoes to be able to
answer our question ‘Why do
people live near volcanoes?’
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This half term we will
be understanding and
exploring the question
‘Why do Christians call
the day Jesus died
‘Good Friday’?’We will
look at each day of the
Easter story and discuss
its importance.

Maths Skills

numbers, compare and order numbers
and use flexible partitioning to 1000
Addition and subtraction -Solve
problems, including missing number
problems up to three digits.
Multiplication and division— recall and
use multiplication and division facts. Solve
multiplication and division problems.
fractions — recognise a tenth and
recognising small denominators.
Measurement- add and subtract amounts
of money to give change, using both £ and
p in practical contexts.
